Correspondence: LCRC is holding a brine meeting 4-22-20 @ 6:00. EGLE sent us water test results, we are doing well. In addition, Consumer’s Energy sent us $360.00 rebate for our heating system. Discussion regarding sending ZBA members to training. Ernie will check into having the training here at the township hall through MSU.
Public Comment: Concern about 32nd St West of Astor Rd. A lot of vehicle damage due to poor road condition. Discussion regarding maybe a collaboration with the LCRC similar to what was done at Whalen Lake road.
Questions answered from last month’s meeting regarding money received & spent. Large sums of money received due to taxes, and GEO water bill. Money spent was our sewer payment. Metro account balance was 2 months’ worth of interest.
Department Reports:
Fire: Chief Daily gave a run report. He reported that they received a $50 donation for Mike Oisten assisting an elderly woman who was locked out of her house. In addition, $1700 check was given to the FD for assisting with the Dublin Store fire, and another $800 from the axillary for the same assist. Chief Daily reports the Village of Baldwin is selling a lot of their FD equipment at very reasonable prices. Our FD can use many items. (Please see attached list). The cost is $2500.00 for all of it, a fraction of what it would cost us to purchase new. Motion made by Kathryn Young, Supported by Fred Warren to approve the purchase. Sewer/Water: Sam gave out the standard monthly operating report. Waiting for state approval on the water study. ADA bathroom project is moving along. 
Co. Road Comm.: Gary Truxton states that the commissioner is not bouncing back very well. Reminder of the brine meeting.
County Comm.: Bob Sanders states he is running for re-election & would appreciate our support.  $ 600K in grants received including veteran’s grants. Results of the ORV meeting. 211 security breaches, Cyber scams directed to Grand Rapids. Ambulance runs are up. Road patrol, ambulance & senior mileages all expire this year. Will be asking for renewals, not an increase.
Sheriff Dept. Not here. Reports are available if anyone wants to see them.
Grant Writer: Sandy Clarke reports The Great Lakes Energy grant for Blight elimination ($10,000 blight and upgrades to homes). Supervisor needs to sign off. DTE grant for $10,000 (matching grant), or $15K, $20K, $25K, $50K, for. Grants for Fire Dept. $530K for truck, $50K for equipment, requesting a meeting with our FD chief & supervisor. Recommendations are to work with the USDA & not FEMA. Get Outdoors Day grant $3960, has been submitted and received. Motion made by Kathryn Young to raise the DTE grant to $25K, supported by Dan Cousar. Also for Sandy to “push the button” and submit. Roll call vote, Pat Williams yes, Dan Cousar yes, Fred Warren yes, Kathryn Young yes, Ernie Wogatzke yes. 5 yes, 0 nay, motion carried. 
Zoning Admin,: Mike gave a report of details his office accomplished last month. Kaycee Sprague was hired as his temporary zoning assistant.  Mike requests that the board approve him to do a title search, not to exceed $500. For the M-37 Property (4383 S. M-37) because of issues that have come up and it is impossible to move forward with it. Motion made by Pat Williams, supported by Fred Warren to approve a title search of not more than $500. Roll call vote, Fred Warren yea, Dan Cousar yea, Pat Williams yea, Kathryn Young yea, Ernie Wogatzke yea. 5 yea, 0 nay, motion carried. Mike also requests from the board to get drafted recreational marihuana ordinances ready for review before the April meeting. He would work with Seth (attorney). Motion made by Pat Williams supported by Kathryn Young to allow Mike to get drafts ready for the recreational marihuana ordinances ready. Roll call vote, Fred Warren yea, Dan Cousar yea, Kathryn Young yea, Pat Williams yea, Ernie Wogatzke yea. 5 yea, 0 nay, motion carried. 
Planning Comm.: Dan special meeting in February working on the planning book for special uses. March meeting involved working on the RV accessory structures. Opportunity to take the policing policy out & put it back in the zoning. Seth will need to help us with that.  Rustic Cabins also needs to go to Seth for work. Possibility of allowing rustic cabins to have accessory structures. Andy from Williams & Works will help with these ordinances. 
LCEDA: Pat states not much to report. She is hoping to have a quarterly report next month.
DDA: no representative
Parks/Recreation: Did not meet because of the election. 

Ongoing Business: Rate study is done. We received a bill from Dawn Lund’s firm. The bill is over the amount agreed upon. They were supposed to contact us if we were going to go over the amount. $9528.00 billed, approved for $9000.00. Rate study has been sent off to the DEQ for approval. There will be a meter rate and a user rate based on 1000 gal. Estimated 14% increase yearly. 
DNR grant for ADA bathrooms at the park, discussion with the county (collaborating) because they would also like to do some improvements to their property to the north of our park. It was suggested that we hold off so that we can do the driveway as well at the same time. This would require more “match” money for our grant ($28,000). Grant writer does not believe we would be approved (program officer), since prior discussion was for the bathrooms only. Discussion on whether or not we should move forward with our small grant, or should we collaborate with the county later. Motion made by Dan Cousar to not move forward with our grant for the bathrooms and to collaborate with the county later. Supported by Ernie Wogatzke. Roll call vote Fred Warren Yea, Dan Cousar yea, Pat Williams yea, Kathryn Young no, Ernie Wogatzke yea. 4 yea, 1 nay, motion carried.
Turf control at the Park. Motion made by Pat Williams, supported by Kathryn Young to Pay $882.72 for the park’s weed & feed and the flea & tick control. Roll call vote, Pat Williams yea, Kathryn Young yea, Fred Warren yea, Dan Cousar yea, Ernie Wogatzke yea. Motion carried. GEO reimbursement letter has been sent out

New Business: Accessory structure for rustic cabin (10x12). Motion made to table this for a later date made by Dan Cousar, supported by Pat Williams. All in favor, 0 nay, motion carried.
