Department Reports:
Fire Dept.: Chief Dailey gave run report. Chief requests that the board approve the hiring of two new firefighters. Motion made by Pat Williams, supported by Kathryn Young, to hire the two new firefighters recommended by the chief. Roll call vote:  Nicole Oisten yea, Dan Cousar yea, Pat Williams yea, Kathryn Young yea, Ernie Wogatzke yea. 5 yea, 0 nay motion carries.
Two “Probies” in class now. Chief asks the board if they might be able to help pay for their mileage to training. Motion by Dan Cousar, supported by Pat Williams to approve mileage for the “Probies” to continue their training. Chief also states that we have a contracted service (MES) for the air pack inspection, fit test, that totals $2500.00. He is asking for approval. Regarding maintenance & repair, the pumper truck needs a pump test (R & R), with a cost of $700.00. Chief asks for approval. Chief reports that the haunted house we very well with at least 200 people enjoying the event.
Sewer/Water: Sam reports that things are going well. He said that we need 3 signs for “No Dumping”, @ $50.25 each. Lines are painted at the township parking lot. Sam states that the Twp. Truck will be left at the township from now on, but since he is on call 24/7, he is requesting on-call pay. The board will research the pay scale for this before calling for a vote.
Co. Road Comm.: Gary Truxton states that the commission is not happy with the brining that has been done, and that they will take over & do it themselves. He also says that we should figure out what projects we want to do.

American Rescue Plan, Feds are still sending out legislation, so we should focus on the State set of rules. Dan states that we need a Grant Writer, Chief Dailey recommends Kaycee Sprague (firefighter/secretary) as she did all the leg work for the previous grant writer.

Zoning Admin.: Mike prepared a written report. The Twp. Cleaned up (2) properties. Liens have been placed on their taxes.
